Parents will continue to be visited in the hospital where they may learn about the program and schedule their home-visit for when the baby is about 3 weeks old. 

Durham Connects promotes the concept that postnatal and infant follow-up care is as important as prenatal care. Therefore, we would like to request that you continue to endorse and suggest to your patients that they take advantage of this free program. Please include Durham Connects brochures in your prenatal packets and mention the program during your first visit with the mother.
