Growing a strong, healthy tree takes care 
and patience.

Durham Connects brings parents, 
community agencies and health care 
providers together to give babies the 
best environment for growth. Durham 
Connects nurtures this growth by visiting 
parents and babies in their own homes 
and connecting them with community 
support systems. 

How it works
Shortly after birth, a Durham Connects nurse 
will contact parents to schedule a visit for 
when the baby is about four weeks old.  The 
nurse will bring a new parent welcome bag 
that includes diapers, new parent education 
materials, a digital thermometer, a book for 
the baby and even a small gift for mom.

During the visit, the Durham Connects nurse 
will provide a physical assessment of mom 
and baby and answer questions. This is a 
good time to talk about issues such as breast-
feeding, childcare plans, infant health or any of 
the issues that new parents face. 

Durham Connects nurses are here to support 
parents and their children. The visit is an 
opportunity to spend quality one-on-one 
time with a health care professional in an 
informal and familiar setting.
